Rain Barrels are systems designed to 

capture and store rainwater coming off a 

roof, usually attached to a downspout.

The system consists of a storage 

container, a system for diverting 

downspout water into the barrel, and an 

overflow that diverts water safely away 

from the house to percolate into the soil.
